We are working diligently to put in place options that will allow us to provide learning opportunities through
the rest of the school year, regardless of whether students physically return to their classrooms. We are
determined to continue to pursue our mission of preparing all of our scholars to go to and through college.
We are planning on resuming instruction for our scholars upon their return from Spring Break on Tuesday,
March 31st. We understand that it will likely look different than it ever has but we want to ensure that both
students and staff remain as safe as possible, while we continue to support our scholars in their pursuit of
their big goals.

Our team is collaborating in real time to respond to the changing needs of this crisis, and ensure that we can
meet the needs of St. HOPE’s extraordinary scholars. We expect to be following up with you by the end of next
week with more details regarding our teaching plans for moving forward — please stay tuned for that
information.
